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Anglo-Danish Society
For over 100 years, the Anglo-Danish Society has had the aim of improving relations between Britain and Denmark. Membership is open to anybody who has an interest getting to know the historical, cultural, social and educational aspects of both countries better. The Society works closely with the Danish Embassy and other Anglo-Danish, Scandinavian and Nordic groups and arranges an annual programme of enjoyable and interesting events, usually in London, for its 300 or so members and their guests. A core activity for the Society is its charitable Scholarship Programme for British and Danish postgraduate students. 
The Society’s Patrons are Their Majesties King Charles III and King Frederik X of Denmark. Her Royal Highness The Duchess of Gloucester KG GCVO is Protector of the Scholarship Programme and the Danish Ambassador is the Honorary President of the Society.
The Society is run entirely by volunteers, with no paid staff, no office rent and minimal administrative costs. The society is managed by a Council, that meets 3 times a year and includes ex-officio members from associated Danish organisations. Council members can claim reimbursement for out-of-pocket expenses.
The Anglo-Danish Society is seeking a Treasurer to take on the important role of managing all aspects of its finances, including: compliance with the law and financial and charitable regulations, good governance, transaction accounting, paying accounts, scholarship grants payment, sales invoicing, investments and deposits, membership subscriptions, event budgeting, preparing accounts for audit, giving a report to the Annual General Meeting, providing an annual report to the Charities Commission, making an annual Gift Aid claim and other related administration, as required.  
The post of Treasurer is a key role on the Council and regular liaison with the Chairman, Secretary, Membership and Scholarship Secretaries is essential. The position would suit a volunteer who wishes to join a friendly, established small charity that also offers a range of enjoyable events and who might be interested in finding out more about Denmark. Relevant accounting qualifications and experience are considered essential. Previous knowledge of Denmark is not a requirement and all business is conducted in English.
